評価規準：

受身形を含むスピーチ原稿を読んで、その内容を読み取ることが出来る。

評価方法：

【読み取りテスト】pp.96-97 USE Readのテキストと同様の長さ・内容の，受身形を含むスピーチ原稿を読み、その内容についての問いに答えさせ、その出来を評価する。（「p.96のUSE Read, In-Reading 2」とパラレルな問題を作成する。）
評価基準：A・B・Cの3段階

　A：８割以上が正解
　B：５割以上が正解
　C：正解が５割に満たない
評価課題：

ケニアにいる友達のムカミが、自分の母国についてのスピーチを新聞に寄稿しました。スピーチの原稿を読んで、あとの問いに英語で答えなさい。

(1) How many languages does Mukami speak?

(2) What language does Mukami speak at home?

(3) What is the national language in Kenya?

(4) Where does Mukami use Swahili?

(5) Why do many people speak English in Kenya?

解答例：

(1) She speaks three languages.

(2) She speaks Kikuyu.

(3) Swahili is.

(4) She uses it at school.

(5) Because the British ruled Kenya once and some people learned English.

     Jambo!  It is one way to say hello in Kenya.  Kenya is my home.  It is located in East Africa.  My family and I live near Nairobi.  Nairobi is a *capital city with people from different places.  I find some of them speak different languages from mine.  More than forty languages are used in Kenya.  I speak three of them: Kikuyu, Swahili and English.


     My mother tongue is Kikuyu.  I speak it with my family at home.  But it isn’t spoken or written in *public offices because some people don’t understand it.  


We use Swahili to communicate with each other.  It is used in much of East Africa.  I speak it at school.  When I talk to my *Kenyan friends, I speak Swahili and Kikuyu.  


I also speak English.  English is spoken by many people in Kenya.  Many books and newspapers are written in English.  Do you know why?


Once the British ruled Kenya, and some people learned English.  Kenya became *independent in 1964.  We didn’t take English as our *national language then.  That is Swahili.  The British left, but English is still popular in Kenya.  So some people speak three languages: their mother tongue, Swahili and English.  


I like each of my languages, and I can communicate with many people.  I want to learn more languages to make more friends in the world.       [224 words]
