評価方法：

【読み取りテスト】pp.40-41, USE Readの本文とパラレルな英文を読んで、その内容を理解しているかを評価する。
留意点
USE Readのテキストと同様の長さ・内容の英文を作成。
授業では佐々木貞子、評価課題では木村緋紗子を扱うことで、パラレルなタスクとする。
評価基準：A・B・Cの3段階

A：8割以上（5問中，4問以上）が正解
B：6割以上（5問中，3問以上）が正解
C：正解が6割に満たない（3問以下）
評価課題：
次の木村緋紗子の物語を読んで、あとの問いに英語で答えなさい。
	The story of Hisako

  It began with a flash.  On August 6, 1945, an atomic bomb was dropped over Hiroshima.  The bomb destroyed the city.  At least 130,000 people died by the end of the year.  But eight-year-old Kimura Hisako survived.

  Hisako stayed in Oosuga every summer.  It was fun for her to stay there with her family.

  On that day, Hisako was absent from school.  She visited her grandfather’s house in Oosuga with her mother and brother.  After she ate breakfast, the flash happened.  Then, her grandfather got burnt.  Her mother was not there.  She cried a lot.

  Some soldier told her that she had to get out of Hiroshima.  Her relatives from Onomichi came to help them. They took them to Onomichi. 
  Her mother came to Onomichi too.  But her father died.  It made her very sad.
She went to Tokyo with her mother when she was twenty.  She got married to a man.

After this, she started a movement against atomic bombs.
She visited her father’s grave in Hiroshima when she was sixty because it was hard for her to continue the movement.  But she heard his voice and decided to continue it.
  She thinks that nuclear weapons are made by people and people can stop them.  She hopes to make peaceful world without nuclear weapons.  So she is doing her best now.

(2). Did Hisako stay in Onomichi on August 6, 1945?

(3). Who told that Hisako had to get out of Hiroshima?
(4). What did Hisako visit when she was sixty?

(5). Was it hard for her to continue the movement against atomic bombs?

(2). No, she did not [didn’t].

(3). Some soldier did.

(4). She visited her father’s grave in Hiroshima.
(5). Yes, it was.
