評価方法：

【読み取りテスト】pp.70-73, USE Readの本文とパラレルな英文を読んで，その内容を理解しているかを評価する。
留意点
USE Readのテキストと同様の長さ・内容の英文を作成。
授業ではキング牧師，評価課題ではガンジーを扱うことで，パラレルなタスクとする。
評価基準：A・B・Cの3段階

A：8割以上（5問中，4問以上）が正解
B：6割以上（5問中，3問以上）が正解
C：正解が6割に満たない（3問以下）
評価課題：
次のガンジーの物語を読んで，あとの問いに英語で答えなさい。
	In 1919, over 1500 people fighting against the policy made by England were shot in Amritsar in the north of India.  Then, people in India wanted to be independent from England.  But the government of England would stop it.

Gandhi decided to stop buying things made in England.  He threw away his clothes and made his clothes with charka, traditional spinning machine.  He said it was important to live with only things we made.

In March, 1930, he started a new movement called “the Salt Satyagraha”.  He decided to make salt by himself.  Salt was expensive because it was brought from England.  He walked to the sea.  It took 350 kilometers.  He was 60 years old.  The movement lasted for more than a month.  A lot of people joined it.  After this, Gandhi was arrested.  At last people in India won the right to make salt. 
On August 15, 1945, India got independent as two countries, India and Pakistan.  People were divided into two with their religions.  Soon they had a trouble.  Gandhi stopped eating anything to end the trouble.  He was 78 years old.

He left important words we have to remember.

It is unwise to be too sure of one's own wisdom.  It is healthy to be reminded that the strongest might weaken and the wisest might err.
You must be the change you want to see in the world.
You must not lose faith in humanity. Humanity is an ocean;  if a few drops of the ocean are dirty, the ocean does not become dirty.
Freedom is not worth having if it does not include the freedom to make mistakes.
