Over ten years, he took photos of 

about 6,000 animals in zoos and aquariums throughout the 

world.  He published photo books of those animals.  Through 

the books, people feel that the animals are unique and 

important.  Like Noah’s Ark, his books will lead to the 

protection of the animals.

Sartore says, “I will take photos of 

all 12,000 species in zoos and 

aquariums throughout the world.”  

He hopes that people realize the 

importance of life.
