Many of you are, I am sure, familiar with
the world heritage sites. But I wonder how
many of you are aware of the beginnings
and how many there actually are. Let me
give you a simple history lesson. UNESCO
is the organization that selects the sites for
the World Heritage Site List. UNESCO,
which stands for educational, scientific
and cultural organization, is a part of the
United Nations and was established in
1945, After the destruction and ruin of the
two world wars, it was established to
promote peace and understanding among
people around the world. The successful
relocation of the temples of Abu Simbel in
the 1960s made people realize that there
were places all over the world that were
valuable and needed protection. Places of
great importance and value, such as a
forest, a mountain, desert, a building or a
city, are selected for preservation and
protection from armed conflict, purposeful
destruction, economic reasons, natural
disasters and climate change. There are
three types of World Heritage sites:
cultural, natural and mixed. In order to be
put on the list, the country where the site
is located must nominate it. Then the site
is examined by international experts to
see if it should be included. Finally, the
World Heritage Committee takes a vote.
As of June 2020, there are a total of 1,121
sites listed across 167 countries.
