Bl Since the end of World Warll, Hiroshima and Nagasaki
have invited many world leaders to visit the cities. They
want to show the leaders the destruction that the atomic
bombs caused. Some political leaders of the US have
visited the cities. However, no US president ever visited
them while in office. That situation changed when Barack
Obama, the US president at that time, visited Hiroshima.
He delivered a speech at Hiroshima Peace Memorial Park
on May 27, 2016. It was 71 years after the atomic bomb
was dropped.

2 The main point of the speech was that it is necessary
to abolish nuclear weapons. The world has benefited from
many scientific advances. However, some of these advances
have led to the creation of nuclear weapons, which are so
powerful that they could destroy the world. We have to be
responsible for the technology that we create. Therefore,
scientific revolutions must be accompanied by moral
revolutions.

El Moreover, Obama spoke about the prospect of actually
abolishing nuclear weapons. He said, “Among those nations
like my own that hold nuclear stockpiles, we must have the
courage to escape the logic of fear and pursue a world
without them. We may not realize this goal in my lifetime.
But persistent effort can roll back the possibility of
catastrophe.” Thus, he thinks that nations should not be
afraid of getting rid of their nuclear weapons. And, while
he recognizes the seriousness of the situation, he seems to
believe that we can realize a peaceful world. Obama
continued, “We’re not bound by genetic code to repeat the
mistakes of the past. We can learn. We can choose.” This
means that we can learn from the past and choose a better
future, and that we have the ability to avoid wars before we

begin.

However, as you can imagine, abolishing nuclear
weapons is easier said than done. Obama did not make
any concrete suggestions about how to get rid of nuclear
weapons. This shows that creating a clear plan is an
extremely difficult task. On this point, it seems that
Obama is counting on future generations to work together
to find a solution. At the end of his speech, he expressed
his hope for the future, “a future in which Hiroshima and
Nagasaki are known not as the dawn of atomic warfare,
but as the start of our own moral awakening.”

i1 Of course the actions of one person may not change the
situation soon, but it could be said that Obama’s visit to
Hiroshima and his speech have historical significance.
Although other US officials have visited Hiroshima,
Obama was the first US president to visit the city while in
office. Furthermore, he stated once again the importance
of abolishing nuclear weapons, which he had also declared

in his speech in Prague in 2009.
